Charles uses a Whites 
brand detector and likes the depth, tone and target ID on 
the machine.   
 
Charles especially likes coin shooting but also 
participates in other detecting activities and seeded club 
hunts.  He hunts with his wife Jerri most often and his 
favorite sites to hunt are old homesites built in the forties 
and fifties eras.

Charles’ advice to other hunters is “Slow down & cover 
area thoroughly.  Dig all borderline signals and hunt 
areas where people congregate.”
