Some Facts about the US $500 bill

On July 14, 1969, David M. Kennedy, the 60th Secreta
of the Treasury, and officials at the Federal Resen
Board announced that they would immediately stop di:
tributing currency in denominations of $500, $1,000
$5,000 and $10,000.

Production of these denominations stopped during Wor
War Il. Their main purpose was for bank transfer pay
ments. With the arrival of more secure transfer technol
gies, however, they were no longer needed for that pt
pose.

While these notes are legal tender and may still be fou
in circulation today, the Federal Reserve Banks remo
them from circulation and destroy them as they are r
ceived.
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
