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June Meeting Notes

There were 22 members and guests present at the June
business meeting. President Keith Wills gave a report on the
Kerrville Children’s hunt and stated that twenty-eight
volunteers assisted over eighty children who attended the
hunt.

Sixteen club members attended the Woodmen of the World
Hunt with $160 being donated to the Woodman camp for the
day’s hunt.

David Chapman briefly discussed the possible dangers
involved while hunting in the heat and high humidity this time
of year. He stated it is best to hunt with a partner and have
plenty of water available. It is a good idea to know basic first
aid and it is important to stay hydrated while outdoors this
time of year by continuously drinking plenty of water rather
than waiting until you feel hot and thirsty to take a break.
Taking frequent breaks in a shady area and avoiding
overexerting yourself while out in the heat and high humidity
will help detectorists avoid most heat related problems. If you
are on any kind of medications, find out if they make you
susceptible to over heating and take appropriate precautions.

Keith Wills reminded members of the need to be good
ambassadors of the hobby by being responsible when
hunting and not leaving trash behind, to cover all holes, and
to follow all treasure hunting rules.

In keeping with this responsibility a motion was made and
seconded to limit the size of digging tools at all RCTHA club
planned and sanctioned hunts.

During the discussion it was pointed out that the use of large
shovels and digging tools often left a bad impression on
members of the public who might see a detectorist using such
a large tool in a yard or park area. Small hand-held garden
trowels or small commercially available digging tools
manufactured and sold specifically for treasure hunting would
be more appropriate and encourage club members to hone
their pin pointing skills and make cleaner recoveries.

Digging tools with blades wider than 4 inches will no
longer be allowed at RCTHA club sponsored hunts.

Following a brief discussion, all club members present voted
unanimously to approve this motion.

This rule does not apply to relic hunting events and members
with specific physical needs can make arrangements with
club officers to be exempted from this rule.

Club member Joe Metcalf was recognized with a handsome
plague for his contribution to the Friends of the Tatum
Library Hunt . Joe has been active with the Tatum Library
and their efforts to expand their existing building space to
allow more summer activities for the kids in the area. The
event raised a total of $5495.00 for the Library.
